Subject: Generative AI and ChatGPT and the Church Workforce

In view of the increasing use of ChatGPT, Generative Artificial Intelligence (AI),
and similar AI chatbot technologies by other organizations, the Church is currently
conducting a legal and technical review regarding the use of these technologies. We
anticipate that this review will result in some policies and guidelines for the use of

these technologies.

While this review is ongoing, we advise individuals performing services for the
Church (such as employees, contractors, missionaries, volunteers, and so on) to
refrain from putting Church proprietary or confidential information, including
source code or any Church data classified as internal, confidential, or restricted, into
these technologies. We also advise individuals to conduct a personal review and
obtain appropriate approvals before using the output of these technologies in any
Church publication or other product intended for public distribution.

We invite input from interested Church departments and employees. Those who

would like to participate in the review process are invited to contact Julie Park (801-
240-3959), chair of the Artificial Intelligence Working Group or their Information

and Communication Services (ICS) portfolio director.

Subject: Academic Use of Artificial Intelligence at BYU

Academic use of artificial intelligence (Al) at Brigham Young University should be consistent
with the principles of the Honor Code and the Academic Honesty Policy. Appropriate use and
limitations of Al in specific disciplines may be defined by the related college or department,
and should be consistent with disciplinary norms while following the higher expectations in
these BYU policies. In classes where use of Al is of particular concern, faculty are encouraged
to describe expectations in the course syllabus.

FAQs

This statement addresses academic use of Al, but what about the use of Al in the business
operations of the university?

A university task force has been created to recommend policy for the safe and responsible
use of Al in university business settings, including the operation of academic units. One
concern is avoiding infusion of university data into external systems, and business and
academic uses should be consistent with the Information Use, Privacy, and Security Policy.

Why not completely ban the use of Al?

There are many cases where the use of generative Al should be limited or forbidden. In
other cases, students will benefit from being taught the safe, ethical, productive, and moral
use of Al to help them in their lives and future careers.

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G The devices circled in the image inside your irrigation box are irrigation valves. These valves
control the flow of water to different zones in your irrigation system. They are typically controlled
by an irrigation controller, which sends electrical signals to open or close the valves based on a
programmed schedule. This allows for automated watering of different sections of your lawn or

garden.
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What are these devices inside my irrigation box?



® In this picture of your irrigation control box, several key components are visible:

. Terminal Strip: The terminal strip in the center of the image is where the control wires from
your irrigation valves are connected. The terminals are numbered (1 to 8) and labeled. Each

terminal corresponds to a different zone in your irrigation system.

e COM: This is the common terminal where the common wire from all the valves connects.

e 1,2, 3, etc.: These are the terminals for individual zones. Each wire from a valve solenoid

connects to its respective zone terminal.

. 24 VAC OUT: This is the power output for the irrigation controller. It provides 24 volts AC to

power the valves.

. PUMP: This terminal is typically used to control a pump start relay if your system uses a

pump to draw water from a well or other source.

. SENSOR: This terminal is for connecting a sensor, such as a rain sensor, which can disable

the system if it detects rain.

. Colored Wires: These wires correspond to the control wires from your irrigation valves. Each

wire's color typically matches the color code used in your system for easy identification.

. Power Supply: On the left side, the black component appears to be the power supply or

transformer that powers the control box.

. Ribbon Cable: The flat ribbon cable might be used for internal connections or connecting an

additional module or display. J




The device in the image is called a wire connector or gel-filled wire connector. Specifically, this

appears to be a type of waterproof or weatherproof connector, often referred to as a "dryconn" or
"grease cap." These connectors are designed for use in irrigation systems where the connections

might be exposed to moisture and dirt.
The gel inside the connector helps to:

. Seal and Waterproof the Connection: The gel prevents water and moisture from reaching

the electrical connection, which helps to avoid corrosion and short circuits.

. Insulate the Wires: It ensures the wires are properly insulated from each other and the

environment.

. Secure the Connection: It holds the wires firmly in place to maintain a reliable electrical

connection.

These connectors are commonly used in irrigation systems because they provide durable and

reliable protection in outdoor environments.
